Family Justice Center Project Coordinator Jamie Willis gave an update to the Commission.
Additional staff has been added, one paralegal and looking to add an additional attorney. June
is on track to be the busiest month since the center opened. Willis explained the center is at a
100% client satisfaction per surveys received. Family Justice Alliance received 501(c)(3) status.

Prosecuting Attorney Dan Patterson informed Commission that his office is still working towards
obtain the Tefft School building which would be used for the location of the new Family Justice
Center. Patterson explained his office is up 7% on felony charges from 2018. Up 14% in felony
cases. July 1% new Supreme Court rules for warrant will go into effect.

Sheriff Jim Arnott stated that the jail population for 06/24 was 929 inmates,196 federal inmates,
177 of those inmates are housed out of county in Henry, Johnson, Cedar, Miller, Pettis, Ray,
Moniteau, McDonald and Ozark Counties.
