Emergency Management certifies three organizations as HometownREADY

HometownREADY is a program created and staffed by the Office of Emergency
Management to help local businesses and organizations become disaster ready by
providing a facility assessment, employee disaster preparedness training and assisting
with the implementation of an emergency operations plan. Businesses and organizations
must apply for participation in the program. Certification is free, but must be renewed
every three years.

Chamber of Commerce as the first businesses and organizations to receive
HometownREADY certification.
