Please note that in order to vote in-person absentee, by statute voters must present one of the
following forms of photo identification:

e A nonexpired Missouri driver or non-driver license;

e A nonexpired military ID, including a veteran’s ID card;

e A nonexpired United States passport;

e A photo ID issued by the United States or the state of Missouri which is either not expired or
expired after the date of the most recent general election.

e A photo ID issued by the United States or the state of Missouri which is without an expiration
date.
